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INTRODUCTION

The On-entry writing marking rubric was developed in consultation with experts in early childhood, including teachers and curriculum consultants. The rubric is designed to report greater discrimination of performance in writing as well as provide information about each student’s writing at the criterion level. 
Teachers are required to assess students’ writing against nine criteria. These criteria are considered essential to effective writing in the early years. 

The On-entry Writing rubric is designed to describe the developmental stages in writing for most students from Pre-primary to Year 2. 

The same rubric is used to assess students’ writing across all modules from Pre-primary to Year 2. As such, some ‘options’ are not developmentally appropriate for some students, particularly in Pre-primary. 
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The table below contains the marking criteria and the skill focus for each criterion. When marking each criterion, it is important to consider the skill that is being assessed.

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To ensure consistency of marking and validity of progress measures, it is essential that all students’ writing is accurately scored. It is crucial that both the rubric and the exemplars are referred to. The exemplars in the guide illustrate the descriptors for each criterion and each option. This process of comparing an individual’s writing with the sample scripts will enable markers to make accurate and consistent judgements. 
  
It is possible a student’s writing does not match all the criteria on the one exemplar and that comparisons need to be made with a few different exemplars. There will be scripts that are considered ‘borderline’, i.e., right between one option and the next. In these cases, select the option that best matches the student’s writing. 

It should be noted that the option descriptors for each criterion are cumulative. That is, before a student can be assessed as Option 3, for example, they must have demonstrated the skills described by Option 2. 

Depending on the year level/ability of your students, all exemplars may not be required, e.g., Pre-primary teachers may not need to refer to scripts that exemplify the higher options; Year 2 teachers may not need to refer to scripts that exemplify the lower options.

The guide has been arranged in sections for ease of use.

Section A - contains the criteria assessed, the skill focus of each criterion and the option descriptors. As well as the option descriptor, additional information has been provided that gives further detail to assist you to make accurate judgements. 

Section B - contains writing samples to be referred to when assessing the criterion, Writes Own Name. This section has been separated from the other criteria so that the writing samples included are anonymous. When assessing a student’s understanding of the conventions for writing their name, neatness is not a requirement. 

Sections C - contains annotated writing samples (exemplars) from all modules and all year levels from Pre-primary to Year 2. Accompanying each exemplar is a table which contains the option selected for each criterion and a detailed explanation as to how the rubric was applied. The exemplars are ordered to reflect developmental stages along the writing continuum. 
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Skill focus: ability to write own name correctly, including spelling, capitalisation, and direction. Neatness and consistency are not requirements for this criterion.
